facility. The tribe now owns 40 acres of the 270 
acre island.  

Contamination as a result of 110 years of 
industrial use includes dioxin, PCB’s, heavy metal 
and petroleum products. There was also solid 
waste in the form of motors, engines, led acid 
batteries and drums.  

The plan is to keep two buildings-the caretaker’s 
residence and the dance house. There will be no 
utilities and the site will be used as a cultural 
education center. A dock will be built to allow 
continuous access from the water. 

A shell mound which dates back 1,100 years and 
is 14 feet deep will not be disturbed.  This site is 
the geographic center of the Wiyot territory and 
the site of the World Renewal Ceremony. 

 Following the clean up, public access and cultural 
restoration the tribe plans to restore the salt marsh.
