The Program: Nyle Henderson 
introduced one of 
the great success 
stories of Project 
Share Life. He 
noted that Project 
Share Life started in 
our Red Lion meeting room eleven 
years ago and in that time it has gone 
international. With 6.5 million people 
now registered and modern 
techniques, the odds of survival from 
blood related cancers have increased 
from 20% to 80%. Keith Fitzpatrick  
is a 53 year old father, husband and 
grandfather who was a carpenter. 
Unexpected and persistent bruising 
led to his 2004 diagnosis of a rare 
form of leukemia. Since given 3 
weeks to live, he underwent chemo 
therapy and over 200 transfusions. 
When a match was found 17 months 
ago, his need for transfusions halted 
within 21 days of his bone marrow 
transplant leaving him transfusion 
free for the last 16 months. He is
