Hans Eide’s program was about the Rotary 
Elementary School of Mongkol Borei he 
founded in Cambodia in April of 2004. Hans 
is a member of the Rotary Club of Foster 
City and the school is funded through their 
foundation.  

The school provides a basic education aimed 
at reaching Cambodia’s poorest youth. Their 
parents are largely rice field workers who 
struggle to provide food for the family. 

The goal is to teach the children English so 
they will have a chance of being employed in 
the tourist industry. In 2004 the school had
