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Engineers Without Borders (EWB) updated
the club with the events that have transpired
since their last visit in December 2007.
Carlos Diaz and Tony Llanos, engineers from
the North Coast Chapter of EWB and Joey
Hiller and Rachael Williams from the HSU

Student Chapter of EWB described how
EWB started with an engineering professor
in Colorado. His projects for water,

sanitation and health in Belize began this fast
growing organization which specializes in

providing sustainable projects that are
equitable, economic, and develops

partnerships between students and engineers.

Currently the local engineers and student-
engineers are working on international and
local projects. The projects usually cost
between $10,000 and $30,000. They are
required to maintain a five-year commitment
to each project, to see it through for problems
and other types of follow-through. Most of
their projects have been for water and
sanitation.
