Program— 

Anne Holcomb and Andy Nieto of Food for 
People presented a program detailing the 
needs of people in our community. Because 
of the current economy, they are now seeing 
folks who have not traditionally asked for 
assistance, such as senior citizens and newly 
unemployed. The vision of Food for People 
is that “No one is hungry and everyone has 
access to good quality, nutritious food. 

Last year, 1.3 million pounds of food was 
distributed locally to 10% of the local 
population (mostly children and seniors) 
being served each month. 

The Food Bank structure is being changed to 
that of a Choice Pantry, set up more like a 
grocery store. Individuals can get involved 
by holding a food drive at work or 
volunteering. Their website lists items they 
most need any given time. 

Backpacks for Kids will be starting October 
22nd, with 240 students being targeted each 
year. In 2008-09 nearly 7,000 backpacks 
were distributed. 
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
