Greg Dale introduced District 
Foundation Chair and Past District 
Governor Bruce Campbell, 2009 
recipient of the Citation for Meritorious 
Service. Bruce asked for a show of hands 
if we knew someone affected by polio. 
The virus is something unknown to many 
of the Interact students because of 
polio’s absence since their birth. 

Bruce described the two 
areas of the Foundation, 
which are Educational 
and Humanitarian. The 
major programs are Polio 
Eradication and World 

Peace Scholarships. We watched a video 
about the Polio Plus Program. There are 
now four polio endemic countries-
Nigeria, Pakistan, Afghanistan and India. 
Because of digestive disorders in 
children living in countries like Nigeria, 
they may have to be vaccinated multiple 
times. Getting the vaccine to these 
children is what takes time and 
volunteers may sacrifice safety.  

Polio eradication is Rotary’s top priority. 
The Gates Foundation gave $355 million 
for the effort and challenged Rotary to 

raise $200 million by 2012. We have 
currently raised $98 million. With 
the “Every Rotarian Every Year” 
campaign, each of us is encouraged 
to donate something every year to 
the Foundation.
