Blood Bank

Rotary Project “Safe Blood Afri-
ca”. Nigeria is a small country in
west Africa, but it has a quarter of
the population of the continent
within its borders. 150 million
people with a median age of 19
and a life expectancy of only 49
years.

There is a great need for blood, but
less than 1% of the supply comes
from voluntary donors. Patients
and their families have to recruit
their own donors, or hire a “tout:”
who buys blood on their behalf.
Blood drawing facilities are primi-
tive and unsanitary, and equipment
is frequently broken and aban-
doned due to a lack of local repair-
men. As a result the country has
less than a third of the blood it

(e P [ o

needs for treatment, and
thousands die who might
have been saved by an infu-
sion of red blood cells.

The most challenging issue
is the absence of active re-
cruitment for blood donors.
Tom said they need profes-
sional recruiters, and more
training. Additionally the
people need to change their
attitudes about donating.
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
