dren. In a recent edition of the National 

Geographic the cover featured a man 

with his five wives and 46 children. 

Rebecca Kimbel is related to many of 

the people in the cover photo. She ex-

plained how the women are controlled. 

One, they live in fear of having their 

children reassigned to another family 

or; two, if they try to escape and 

caught, they are killed. Although FLDS 

claims that many children are needed 

to populate the celestial afterlife, Re-

becca said that the main or perhaps 

only need for children is for their main 

"industry", welfare fraud. Its not difficult 

to imagine the income generated by 46 

children if you count food stamps, state 

and federal welfare. Of course this 

money is not spent on the children or 

the wives. This is a subject that all 

should be concerned with. Murder, 

pedoohila and welfare fraud is not the 

American way and to protect it as a 

religious "right" is wrong. 

speaker, Rebecca Kimbel. If 

you missed her presentation, 

you missed what was one of 

the most dramatic programs in 

a number of years. She talked 

about the Fundamentalist 

Church of Jesus Christ of the 

Latter Day Saints.

She was 

forced into marriage at an early 

age, she thinks around age 12 

or 13.  

By the time she was twenty 

three she had nine pregnancies 

which resulted in six live births.
